DD-CDUMH could play a key role in pre-clinical and clinical validation of a type 1 Diabetes Mellitus project at its 1.Experimental Medicine, 2.Diabetes and Nutrition and 3.Endocrinology Departments. Endocrinology Department has 5 medical consultants and over 9 residents. Nowadays this department has a ward with 20 beds and an out-patients clinic (15000 appointments/year). In-patients clinic is based on over 2500 patients/year request. 
In addition, Nutrition and Diabetes Department has 4 medical consultants and over 10 residents. Nowadays this department has a ward with 15 beds and an in-patients clinic (over 3000patients/year)  and out patients clinic (25000 appointments/year).  
In addition to the assistance part, these departments also has a scientific part that has deserved special attention, regularly participating in clinical trials and research projects, both national and international. 
The team for this project includes Dr. Adina Mazilu, medical doctor in Endocrinology Diabetes and Metabolism Department, Dr. Cristina Spiroiu, endocrinologist with a degree in Diabetes and Nutritional Science „Carol Davila” University, Dr Nicolae Diaconu, a clinical endocrinologist at the Department and other 2 Medical Doctors serving the outpatients clinic with a rich clinical activity (serving over 50 patients/day).
